Precious Memories:  In 1994 Bill and Gloria 
Gaither produced an album titled ñPrecious     
Memoriesò which was a compilation of songs by 
various individual and gospel groups. The lyrics 
for the title song captured my hearté ñPrecious 
memories, unseen angel, sent from somewhere to 
my soul. How they linger, ever near me; and the 
sacred past unfolds.ò   
 
I prepared a series of Christmas messages based on 
that theme in 1991 at Vista Grande Church.  The 
series focused on the memories of Zechariah and 
Elizabeth that helped us understand that faith re-
quires us to be patient through continued service to 
the Lord.  We studied the memories of Mary and 
Joseph and focused on how God made the          
impossible possible through the Holy Spirit.  We 
focused on the memories of family reunions from 
when Mary visited Elizabeth and her unborn son, 
John the Baptist, leapt in her womb with praise and 
joy. The series ended with the memories of the 
message of hope and promise that were fulfilled 
through the birth of Godôs Son, Jesus, and the good 
news that spread across the world that a Savior had 
been born who is Christ the Lord.  
 
At each service we asked people to share a memory 
that they had of Christmas which blessed all who 
were present. I have many memories of Christmas 
as a child but the reality of the celebration of Jesusô 
birth was not real and relevant to me until          
December 1978, when I surrendered my life to   
Jesus Christ as my Savior and Lord.  All the lights, 
sounds and smells of Christmas past were        
shadowed by the reality that God had loved me 
enough to send His only son to die for my sin and 
pay a price I could never pay myself.  Literally the 
ñold had gone and the new had comeò in my life. 
The past religious holidays were nothing compared 
to the relationship I now had through the living 
Christ. Authentic joy, peace and love made the  
celebration of His birth more powerful and     
meaningful than what I had experienced before.
